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Klikitat moves on to her
next adventure

The acquisition of Inspiration meant it was
time to retire Klikitat from the Footloose
fleet. In early April a two-pronged attack
was launched to find a new home for the
boat. An ad was placed on Craigslist and 6
non-profits were contacted to see if they
were interested.

No luck. There were several people
interested in buying Klikitat but either they
had no place to moor her or no way to
transport her. All of the non-profits were
not interested. With time running out
before the delivery of Inspiration and the
start of the new season, Plan B was
investigated, scrapping the boat. One boat
recycler initially expressed interest but then
went quiet. Scrapping, which included haul
out, washing, transportation and dump fees,
was estimated to cost $1,0000.

But before sending her to her final burial a
mass mailing to Footloose members was
implemented. At this point her fortunes
changed as Gordon said he was interested.
He motored her out of Leschi on April 25%,
two days before Inspiration moved in.
Klikitat has found a new home north of
Everett.
